It is the exhibitor’s responsibility to ensure they have entered the correct class and that
any clash of classes the show cannot be held responsible, Classes will not be held up.
Entries are accepted on the understanding that exhibitors have read the rules and
agree to abide by the various society rules and the rules of the show.

All stallions and colts two years old and over must have a current Stallion licence.
Unless governed by their individual Breed Society. Exhibitors may be asked to produce
this licence in the ring or prior to entry. NPS CLASSES STALLIONS TO WEAR A DISC
Mares with foals must be four years or over. Three year old fillies with foals are not
eligible to enter. All foals must be at least three weeks old on show day and accompany
their dams in the ring.

Any animal not sufficiently under control shall be removed immediately without
guestion at the request of: a Judge, Steward or an official.

Any person wishing to lodge at protest having reference to any person or exhibit shall
do so in writing, whilst the class is in the ring, and at the same time deposit the sum of
£50 with the Show Secretary. If on Investigation by members of the Show Committee
the protest is not sustained the deposit shall be forfeited to the funds of the show.

The highest placed pony owned by a NPS Qualifying or Life member will qualify for the
final. Qualification may pass down to third. Exception RIHS Workers where 2023
Qualifying/Life membership for the owner is required in order to enter. The silver
medals can also only be handed out to current members with a membership card.

c) The highest placed pony in each class, owned by an NPS member and ridden
by a person wearing a white arm band qualifies for the final. Where this pony
has already qualified the pony standing next in line, which is owned by an
NPS member and ridden by a person wearing a white arm band, receives the
qualification.

Riders of eligible ponies must wear a white arm band to indicate their Home Produced
status.
